Dear Fr. Chuck and All Parishioners,

Thank you for continuing to be such a great
support to La Casa and the migrant farm workers who
are living there. You made it possible for La Casa to
come into being and | deeply appreciate that you
continue to give it life. It has been very meaningful for
the farm workers at the house to know just how much
others are concerned about their well-being.

At the end of last year Peter Mares, the big-
hearted and open-handed staff person at La Casa, sent
us a list of men, women and families who had found a
welcome home there. At the bottom of the list Peter
wrote the following, “Although most guests have been
Spanish speaking, La Casa has also been home to
people from Estonia, Tunisia and Haiti. The guests that
have left have mentioned how thankful they are for the
welcome and marvel at the generosity of the
community’.

I, too, marvel at the generosity of the faith
communities who have continued to support La Casa.
Migrants and immigration are a subject for debate and
discussion on the national level. There are reasoned
arguments on either side of the issue but as people of
faith you are obviously responding to the call from the
Scriptures...to welcome the stranger, to feed the hungry
and to shelter the homeless. In the midst of all the
controversy it is such a gift to receive help from people
like you who see the migrant farm workers as people
and not simply as an issue. You have helped us provide
them with a place where they can feel like the children of
a God who loves them.

Please know of our deep gratitude and
blessings on all who worship and minister at St. Rita’s.
Our local church is stronger because of who you are and
what you do.
