Summer Mission Appeal

Each summer, Bishop Clark asks every parish to receive
a mission speaker for a weekend. This is an important
way for us to learn about the work of missionaries in
different parts of our country and also about our call to
share the Good News to the ends of the earth.

Our annual Summer Mission Appeal will take place
next weekend, July 25 & 26 and we are happy to
welcome Greg Patin, Executive Director of Catholic
Charities of the Diocese of Jackson, Mississippi.

The Diocese of Jackson has nine counties without a
resident priest. They tried to hire a religious sister for
one of these priestless counties and the answer was,
“We’re sorry, there is not enough money.” And so that
leaves another county without a Catholic presence of
any kind.

Saint Anne Parish in Carthage, MS is the only Catholic
parish in Leake County covering 584 square miles with a
population of 26,000. It is a multicultural parish where 6
languages are spoken. About 90% of their parishioners
live at or below the poverty line. The parish is not self-
supporting and they depend on the assistance of out-of-
town visitors for nearly half of their annual income.

Holy Child Jesus School in the town of Canton, MS was
founded in 1946 and continues to provide quality
education in a Catholic environment.  Tuition from
students covers only one-third the cost. The remaining
funds come from the Mission Fund of the Diocese which
this appeal will help fund.

Mission Appeals make it possible for over 1000 poor and
underprivileged children to attend Pre-School and
Elementary School in the Diocese of Jackson. Because
of these programs we are also able to feed several
hundred children and young people who participate in
our appeals, people who have the fewest opportunities
are given choices they would never experience.

Your contributions next weekend will help support the
Diocese of Jackson and the programs it offers for the
good of the people.
